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TE TIRITI O WAITANGI POLICY

We acknowledge New Zealand's cultural diversity and the unique position of Maori as
tangata whenua. Te Tiriti o Waitangi (the Treaty of Waitangi) is one of eight principles in The
New Zealand Curriculum that provide a foundation for a school's decision making.

"The curriculum acknowledges the principles of the Treaty of Waitangi, and the bicultural
foundations of Aotearoa New Zealand. All students have the opportunity to acquire
knowledge of te reo Maori me ona tikanga." The New Zealand Curriculum, p 9.

The Education and Training Act 2020 sets giving effect to te Tiriti o Waitangi as a primary
objective for the board, including by:

- ensuring plans, policies, and local curriculum include local tikanga Maori,
matauranga Maori, and te ao Maori

- taking reasonable steps to offer or make available instruction in tikanga Maori and te
reo Maori

- having equitable outcomes for Maori students.
